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The
Hoosier
National Forest

The Hoosier National Forest
is located in the rolling hills of
southern Indiana. Backed against
the Ohio River to the south, this
National Forest is within a two
hour drive of Cincinnati, Louis-
ville, Evansville and Indianapolis.

Here, south of where the
glaciers stopped their advance,
melt waters carved out valleys
and left sharp ridges. Where
ancient shallow seas once stood,
limestone is undercut with subter-
ranean rivers, and the land is
dotted with springs, caves, and
sinkholes.

The National Forest may be
accessed north-south by State
Route 37, and east-west by U.S.
50 and Interstate 64. The head-
quarters office for the Hoosier
N.F. is located in Bedford, Indi-
ana. There are two ranger dis-
tricts.

The Hoosier N.F. is approxi-
mately 200,000 acres in size.
These lands are available for
camping, hiking, horseback riding,
mountain biking, hunting, and
fishing. State hunting and fishing
licenses are required. National
Forest land is interspersed with
private land. Care must be taken
to use only National Forest lands
and respect private property.
Detailed maps are available.

Please be careful with camp-
fires, and pack out anything you

pack in.

Campgrounds and trails make
the Hoosier N.F. a popular desti-
nation point for outdoor
recreationists. For current infor-
mation on sites, trail information,
rules and regulations, and acces-
sibility contact the Hoosier N.F.
